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API Legal Outreach Mourns the Loss of Kevin Pimentel
San Francisco, CA – It is with great sadness that API Legal Outreach announce the loss of Kevin Pimentel, a former Staff Attorney, on June 25, 2010. 

Kevin Pimentel spent most of his career providing free services to underserved immigrants in low-income communities.  Many of his clients were Filipino Veterans and their widows, immigrant survivors of domestic violence, human trafficking, and elder abuse.  Most recently he focused on immigration law and on providing estate planning services to members of the LGBTQ community. 
At API Legal Outreach, Kevin Pimentel developed and coordinated several different legal clinics with the Filipino Bar Association, Manilatown Heritage Foundation, Pilipino Bayanihan Resource Center, Bayanihan Center of Vallejo, and the Veteran's Equity center. Kevin focused on the direct representation of victims of abuse, human trafficking, and persons in need of immigration assistance.  Kevin was also employed in the Domestic Violence unit of the San Francisco District Attorneys' victim witness office, where he counseled countless domestic violence survivors. 

Kevin was a strong advocate for immigrants' rights, and frequently spoke in support of veteran's equity for Filipino veterans. During his work at API Legal Outreach, he was able to help hundreds of low-income clients and members of the Filipino community. 
In recent years, Kevin devoted time to pro bono clinics with the Asian Pacific American Bar Association of Los Angeles assisting with the South Asian Helpline and Referral Agency (SAHARA) and the Asian Pacific American Legal Center (APALC) to help South Asian survivors of domestic violence. 

Prior to working at API Legal outreach, Kevin worked at BOAT People SOS in Orange County as a staff Attorney providing direct services to the Vietnamese community. He also clerked for Immigration Court in San Diego, and was a research staff attorney in the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals.  Kevin was a graduate of University of Michigan School of Law.

“Kevin's legacy lives on in the people he inspired to fight for the rights of survivors of domestic violence and rights of immigrants. It lives on in the lives of every client he helped, every friend he took care of, and in the family he deeply loved. As a community, let us not simply mourn his death, but honor his legacy by continuing to fight for the rights of the Filipino Community,” stated Robert Uy, Staff Attorney, API Legal Outreach.
